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The Scenario

You have won the overall prize for Engineered! A Week of Wonder 2009 to visit the Space Expo! You arrive at the airport and you are very excited about learning more about space and how to become an astronaut. At the airport however, you hear an announcement that the plane you are supposed to fly on is broken beyond repair. There are no other planes available. The only way you and your family can get to the Space Expo is if you make plane from scratch! 
The Challenge:
You’re Aircraft:
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The aircraft body (fuselage) must be between 30 and 40 cm long and be no more than 10 cm wide.
· The model must have a maximum of three wheels connected to the body of the plane and they must be able to rotate when you push the plane along.
· Each wing should be the same size and shape and the length should be between 12 and 15 cm long.
· Remember to include a door for passengers to get on and off the plane and you must remember to include a tail on the plane.
· You must make sure that the plane is correctly balanced so that only the wheels touch the ground.
· Make sure that the nose, the tail and the wings do not touch the ground.
